A Are schoolbased or communitipased.
A Always have a Rotarian adviser
A Have a faculty adviser for scheb&sed clubs.

A Meet at least twice a month. Interactors must atten
60% of regularly scheduled meetings (Advisor mus
attend).

A Have at least monthly board meetings (Rotarian
Advisor must attend).

A Should require no financial support from the
sponsoring Rotary club (maybe to get started).
